We are working with Frank Stroik, restoration carpenter, to
carefully document the remaining Historic fabric and recommended
restoration methodology for the Germanic, timber framed 1806 church
structure. The current plans are to reuse the structure as a performing
arts center. Our office completed the successful, Grant application for
